108 Minutes That Changed History: Remembering Gagarin's Flight

On April 12, 1961, Yuri Gagarin etched his name in history, becoming the first human to orbit the
Earth. His flight aboard the Vostok 1 spacecraft lasted just 108 minutes, a single orbit that
launched the Space Age into full swing.

O Gagarin's journey, reaching a maximum altitude of 169 kilometers, was largely automated.
However, he had the ability to take manual control in an emergency situation. The launch,
marked by Gagarin's famous "Poyekhali!" ("Let's go!"), was not without its tense moments. A
hatch sealing issue and a problematic instrument module that failed to detach cleanly during
re-entry added to the drama.

Interestingly, Gagarin did not land in his spacecraft. He ejected at an altitude of 7 kilometers and
descended by parachute separately. Upon landing, he was met by surprised locals - a farmer and
her granddaughter - who were puzzled by the cosmonaut in his bright orange spacesuit.

Despite the difficulties, Gagarin's flight was an undeniable success. He endured higher-than-
expected G-forces during descent but returned safely. Although it was his only spaceflight, his
legacy as the first human in space continues to inspire.

We sincerely congratulate everyone on Cosmonautics Day! We wish you new cosmic
achievements and discoveries. Let's go!
