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The Orthodox Youth Congress of Australia is an annual event that brings together Orthodox young people from Australia and New Zealand for
spiritual fellowship, study and shared time. The first congress was held on 25-26 December 1965, with the blessing of Archbishop Savva, in the
village of Kentlin in south-west Sydney, on the grounds of the Russian monastery and nursing home of the Brotherhood of the Holy Cross. About
fifty people from different cities, including Sydney, Melbourne and Newcastle, took part in it.

During the first congress, young people listened to reports, participated in discussions with priests and shared experiences. A youth committee
was created, which decided to make such congresses regular. Over time, the format of the congress has expanded - now it is not only church
services and lectures, but also seminars, cultural and creative events, beach recreation and walks. The congresses are supported by the
Russian Brotherhood of the ORUR named after Sergius of Radonezh and the Russian Embassy in Australia, as they play an important role in
preserving the cultural and spiritual traditions of Orthodox youth. Sometimes the congress is called "Germanovskiy" - after the name of Saint
Spyridon of Trimythous, whose feast day coincides with the date of the event.

This event brings together young people from different Orthodox nationalities, which promotes intercultural communication and strengthening of
the Orthodox community. Participants not only strengthen their faith, but also find future spouses, creating Orthodox families. Congresses are
held in various major cities, such as Sydney, Melbourne, Brisbane, Geelong and Perth.

During the congresses, contemporary spiritual issues are actively discussed, educational lectures and lively communication with the clergy are
held. One of the large-scale events was the 45th congress in Melbourne in 2009, where about 400 participants gathered, and the celebrations
were opened by Metropolitan Hilarion.
