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Teacher's Day in Russia and Australia: Two Approaches, One Goal

In October, both Russia and Australia honor their educators by celebrating Teacher's
Day. Although the dates of celebration differ - in Russia on October 5th, and in Australia
on the last Friday of October - the essence remains the same: to express gratitude to
those who have dedicated their lives to education.

History of education

Russia

The origins of Russian education date back to the 10th century, when the first schools
appeared in the monasteries of Kievan Rus. However, mass education only began in the
18th century under Peter |, who in 1714 issued a decree on compulsory education for
children of nobles and officials. An important milestone was the founding of Moscow
State University in 1755. In 1864, universal primary education was introduced. The
Soviet period was marked by a campaign for universal literacy, a strong emphasis on
science and mathematics, and the creation of a system of vocational and technical
education (PTU).

Australia

The formal education system in Australia dates back to the late 18th century. The first
school opened in 1789 in Sydney. Initially, education was mainly available to the wealthy
segments of society. An important stage was the founding of the University of Sydney in
1850. In 1872, the state of Victoria was the first to introduce free, secular and
compulsory education for all children aged 6 to 14. In 1951, the "School of the Air" was
created to educate children in remote areas.



Interesting facts

Language of instruction:

Russia: The main language is Russian, but more than 100
languages of national minorities are used in some regions.
Australia: English is the main language, but there is growing
attention to teaching indigenous and Asian languages.

Academic year:

Russia: Usually lasts from September to May.

Australia: Starts in late January/early February and ends in
early/mid-December.

Literacy:
Russia maintains an almost 100% literacy rate since the USSR.
In Australia, the literacy rate is 99%.

International rankings:

Russia is known for strong performance in mathematics and natural
sciences.

Australia consistently ranks high in global educational indices,
especially in reading and natural sciences.

Higher education:

Russia has some of the oldest universities in the world with a
strong focus on STEM fields.

Australia attracts a large number of international students, being a
global educational hub.

Unique traditions:
In Russia, there is a tradition of the "last bell" for school graduates.
In Australia, the "formal" graduation ball is popular.

Specialization:

Russia is known for specialized schools with in-depth study of
certain subjects, especially mathematics and natural sciences.

In Australia, in the senior years of school (usually grades 11-12),
students can choose subjects according to their interests and future
plans.

Assessment:

In Russia, the system of "red diplomas" for excellent students is
maintained.

In Australia, a letter grading system is used (HD, D, C, P).

Despite differences in approaches and traditions, both countries
strive to continuously improve their educational systems, adapting
to the challenges of the 21st century and preparing new
generations for the future.
